The Hebrew word for compassion is similar to “womb.” The Greek
word for compassion means more literally “moved bowels.” Today, we
think of our “gut.” When you have a “gut feeling,” do you trust it? 
Compassion is the link between these two stories - the feeding of the
5000 starts with Jesus’ compassion; and the Samaritan is moved by
compassion in Jesus’ story.
