     This week we will read the first half of the Joseph novella. This wonderful story is one of
the most dramatic and complete stories in the Bible. Jacob, the favored son of his mother
who lived with deep rivalry with his brother Esau apparently didn’t learn much and sets up
a similar dysfunctional sibling dynamic.
     The Judges chapters includes the well-known character of Samson. This is a great
chance to read the actual story of a Biblical “hero” that many know only a caricatured
version of.
     In Matthew, it is good timing to read the start of the passion story just as we start Lent.
Pretty soon we will have read two of the four Gospels.
