Judges ends with some horrific violence,
and the people in disarray with no leader. Samuel will “fix” that, but first we have
his birth story, which has many parallels to the Gospels birth stories of Jesus.
    This week we get Easter and Christmas. You’ll see Matthew doesn’t have a lot of
post-resurrection stuff (Luke and John have a lot more). We also see the birth
stories in Luke which, and it is truly a happy coincidence that Samuel’s birth story
is also this week.
